The first scenario has no increase in dorm
rates for Spring 2020. The second scenario has an increase of $745 per semester beginning in Spring
2020 which would make the revenue and expenditures equal. Board members expressed concern in
increasing the rate by that much for the Spring semester. S. Vegliante proposed increasing the rate by
50% for the Spring 2020 semester and then an additional increase of 25% in Fall 2020 & Spring 2021. F.
Deming proposed increasing the Spring rates by $322 to balance the budget for the year with an
additional increase in the Fall and Spring Semester.

Motion by S. Vegliante to approve the 2019- 2020 Dormitory Corporation Budget with an increase in
housing rates of $322.00 for the Spring 2020 semester and an additional increase in the Fall 2020
Semester and Spring 2021 to be determined for the next budget year, seconded by N. Steingart and
Passed.
